STEP 3 Determine the mounting locations for both of the Lights. Refer to PIC 1. The threaded mounting .
studs are 3/8” diameter. The stud extends about an inch from the base of the Light. The threaded I Hupvakvn®
stud is M10 X 1.25.

STEP 4 Install one Torpedo Light at a time. Insert the wiring and stud
through the mounting hole; secure the Light to the mount with the

nut removed in STEP 2. DO NOT over-tighten the nut.

I SEAL WITH SILICONE |

NOTE: Refer to PIC 1. Seal the open ends of the
Torpedo Light studs with silicone to prevent
moisture from damaging the L.E.D.s.

STEP 5 Repeat STEP 4 for the other side.

STEP 6 Turn the key “ON".

Use a test light or the wiring diagram for your bike to locate the left and right turn-signal power
wires and ground wire. Record the color of the wires here.

LEFT TURN GROUND RIGHT

STEP 7 Turn the key “OFF”. Disconnect the negative battery cable.
STEP 8 Refer to PIC 2. Attach an included Female T-Tap connector to each turn signal wire and ground
wire from STEP 6.
STEP 9 Refer to PIC 3. Crimp an included Male Spade onto each Torpedo Light wire.

m Dielectric grease inhibits moisture and prevents corrosion. Kuryakyn rec-
ommends the use of the included dielectric grease on ALL electrical con-
nections. Apply dielectric grease directly to mating surfaces.

STEP 10 Refer to FIG 1 and PIC 4. Connect the RED wire from the Torpedo Light to the T-Tap on the turn

signal wire from STEP 6. Connect the BLACK wires to the ground wire from STEP 6. Repeat
for the other side.

m Secure all wiring away from any moving parts, pinch points or extreme
heat. Kuryakyn WILL NOT warranty any electrical component that fails
due to pinched, crimped, broken, abraded, melted or frayed wires.

STEP 11 Reconnect the negative battery cable. Ensure ALL lights operate correctly. Secure the wiring out of
harms way.
